Logic School Band

2021-2022
Description of Course:

This course will discover and develop the God-given talents of each student in a traditional concert band setting.  Each student will be given the opportunity to develop both technique and musicianship through formal concerts and extracurricular events.  The musical curriculum will include traditional concert music as well as marching band and popular music.
Logic School Band is an elective and lasts throughout the year.  Students are expected to remain in band the entire year.  Any qualified students wishing to join band during the school year may do so at the discretion of Mr. Hansen.
Purpose:

· The student will be able to integrate his or her musical ability into the context of his or her faith.
· The student will be able to play their instrument at a technically proficient level concurrent with their years of experience.
· The student will be able to comprehend musical instruction given and be able to form their own musical decisions.
· The student will know the music theory relevant to their years of instruction.
Grades – Students will be evaluated in the following four areas:

Participation (30%):  Evaluation is based on the student’s preparedness and punctuality.  Grades will be lowered if students do not have all necessary items in every class (e.g. instrument, folder, music, pencil).  Students are also responsible for school issued equipment (instruments, folder, music) and any lost or damaged items will be charged to the student’s account.
Playing/Written Tests (20%): About every two weeks a short test will be given to assess the student’s progress.  This might be written or played.  If it is a playing test, the students will take turns playing in front of the class.
Practice Report Card (30%): Each week students will be given a practice report card to record their practice time.  Students are required to practice one hour per week. No report card will be accepted in the incorrect format, without a name, or more than 7 days late.  PRC’s are due every Friday unless indicated otherwise

The easiest way to submit a PRC is online at bcsband.weebly.com.  You will find an electronic form to submit practice time for the week.  The submissions are time stamped so Mr. Hansen can tell when the PRC was submitted. If you do not want to submit the report card electronically a paper copy will need to be provided in its place.
Performances (20%):  Evaluation will be based on correct concert behavior and attire (see below).
Performances 
Performance is an important part of the student’s musical education and provides an opportunity for the students to demonstrate musical growth and talent.  Any absence from a performance hurts not only the student but the rest of the ensemble as well.  Participation in all performances is required of every student enrolled in a music performance class. 
Excused Absences

· Any student excused from school on the day of a performance will be excused from the concert.
· Any student required to quarantine because of Covid-19, regardless of symptoms or a positive test, will be excused from the concert.

· A family emergency.
· Any unavoidable circumstance (such as family trip planned before receiving concert calendar) can be preapproved no less than 1 week before the performance.  Preapproval must be obtained in writing from the student’s parent.

Students excused from the concert will have to complete an assignment that takes roughly the same amount of time the concert does.  If this assignment is completed satisfactorily, the student will receive full credit for their concert grade.
Unexcused Absences

· Any absence where approval was not given more than 1 week beforehand.

· Sport practices or games.  If a conflict with a Brazos Christian sporting event arises, Mr. Hansen will communicate with the Athletic Director and work out the conflict.  Non-school sporting events are not excused.

· Not having transportation to the concert.  If you require transportation to the concert, please contact Mr. Hansen and he will find a ride for you.

Students not excused from the concert will not receive credit for that concert.  No opportunity will be given to make up the grade.

Students will be expected to exhibit correct concert behavior on the night of the concert.  This includes being ready to go at call time, listening carefully while other groups are performing, applauding when appropriate, and performing with poise and maturity.
